Scene One: The Pirate Ship
Narrator: Welcome to Neverland. Welcome to a land of adventure and fun. A land where enemies dwell and fight for supremacy. The land of Captain Hook and Peter Pan. 

Pirates dance. 
Splice
Hail to Captain Hook, the terror of the seas!

Mainsail
Hail to Captain Hook the Scourge of the Spanish Main!

Rigging
Hail to Captain Hook the curse of the Caribbean!

Bilges
Hail to Captain Hook the horror of Patcham

Hook
Yo, ho ho and a bottle of rum, me hearties.  Splice the main sail, walk the plank, clean the rigging, you moth eaten dogs, you scurvy knaves.  It’s time to celebrate.  Today is my birthday, and what does that mean?

Decking
You get your bus pass?

Hook
No, you fool.  It’s time to do some swashbuckling.  Many a time I’ve buckled my swash.  So watch out you horrible lot.  Watch out for the flashing blade.

Pirates
The Flashing blade!

Hook
The Silver Knife!

Pirates
The Silver Knife!

Hook
The Gleaming Hook!

Pirates
The Gleaming Hook!

Hook
Oh shut yer mouths….

Pirates
Oh shut yer mouths….

Hook
Now then me hearties, what have you been doing today?

Splice
I’ve sunk a ship!

Mainsail
I’ve stolen treasure

Rigging
I’ve cut some rigging!

Decking
I’ve climbed the sails!

Bilges
I’ve done some embroidery.

Hook
Embroidery?  I’ve warned you before.  To be a pirate you must be hard.

Pirates
Hard!

Hook
Tough

Pirates
Tough!

Hook
…and stupid!

Pirates
Stupid!

Hook
What a beautiful day.  A fine day for murder, for killing.  I see that today we are not alone.  Who are this miserable crew out there?  (Points to audience.)  What a horrible looking lot they are.  Who let them in?  Smee was it you?

Smee
No it wasn’t Smee.

Hook
(To audience.)  Well you lot, you’d better behave or some of you will be walking the plank . Don’t you agree boys?

Pirates
Aye, aye Cap’n.
Hook
I need my mirror, because I’m no ordinary pirate.  I’m not Blackbeard, or Bluebeard or Captain Kidd.  They’re all softies.  I’m the educated one. I come from Patcham.  I’m the one with brains.

(Syou enters with mirror.)

Hook
Hold it still nincompoop.  Oh yes, I’m pretty…  I’m gorgeous…  I’m handsome, I’m sweet.  (To pirates.)  don’t you agree?

Pirates
Yes, cap’n.  Of course Captain.

Hook
(To audience.)  What about you?

Audience
No!

Hook
Shut up you horrible lot.  The plank can be ready in a jiffy.  I’m practically perfect as I’m sure you’ll agree.  If you don’t, you’d better watch out or I’m going to comb your hair with this.  (Shows the hook.)  Smee, tell them what I use this for.

Syou
For opening sardines.

Hook
No…

Smee
For picking your nose?

Hook
No you idiot, for splitting people like you in two.  You are a waste of time.  Now boys, tell me, are there any signs of the Redskins?

(Pirates run to one side of the stage.)

Pirates
No Cap’n.

Hook
What about over there?

(Pirates run to other side of the stage.)

Pirates
No Cap’n.

Hook
Right, listen up you scurvy dogs.  (To audience.)  I’m going to educate you.  I’m one of the best teachers around, and I know how all you young children love teachers.  Are you sitting comfortably?

Audience
No!

Hook
I’m going to destroy Peter Pan.  How I hate that beastly boy!  I’ve waited a long time to shake his hand with this hook.  When I get to him, I’ll tear him to bits.  Don’t look so miserable.  This pantomime is about the great captain Hook not Peter Pan.  You see Peter Pan was responsible for me losing my arm.  We fought a duel and he cut off my hand and flung it to the crocodile.  Ever since that day the crocodile has followed me around this island, licking his lips, snapping his jaws, waiting for a chance to eat me.

Smee
It is true, the croc does want to eat him.

Hook
As luck would have it the idiot animal has swallowed my alarm clock as well.  I can hear it ticking – tick tock tick, tock all day long.  I can hear it whenever he approaches.  That’s my warning, so off I go, but one day the clock will stop then I will have to watch out.  However, today is not the day.  Luckily I haven’t seen the beast for some time so I could be safe.

(Sound effect TICK TOCK TICK TOCK.)

Hook
Aaaah, it’s him, save me!  Quick, run up decks.  Smee, Syou,  to the forest.  See if Peter Pan has been seen recently.  Quickly! His time of destruction is near. (wicked laugh!)
Audience Boo!

Smee and Syou
Yes, Cap’n.

(Exit Hook and the Pirates.)

Scene Two: The Forest.

Narrator: Having met our villain (Captain Hook off stage:  I heard that!) now we head to the other side of Neverland, near to the Redskins camp.  Soon we shall meet the real hero of this play, Peter Pan, but first there are some pirates to deal with.

Several pirates wandering around, then leave stage

Watcher:
We’ve been looking for hours. There’s no-one here. Let’s head back to the ship now. 

The Redskin Squaws enter.  They are Owlhooter, Pigeontweeter, Waftfeather, Wingflapper, Foxtrot and Weaselfeet.

Owl
Look the pirates…….have they gone?

Waft
Going…

Weasel
Going….

Pigeon
Gone.  It seems safe for Peter Pan.  Let’s call him, I’m sure that he’s somewhere about.  (To audience.)  Can you help us?  Peter?  Peter?

(A deafening crash is heard just before Peter enters. Followed by the Lost Boys)

Leader         Careful Peter. Come on lads, let’s help him up again

Peter Pan
Ridiculous.  If I don’t get my shadow back quickly I’ll never be able to fly properly again.  I just can’t seem to get the landing right.

Fox

Your shadow?

Peter Pan
Yes, I left it in London last night when I was exploring.  It affects my balance you see.  Now greetings to you, Redskin tribe.  (To audience.)  I say, hello everybody.  How are you?  I’m Peter Pan and these are the Redskins.  Have you been introduced?

Audience
No!

Peter Pan
We’d better change that, then.  Come on girls, introduce yourself.

Waft
I’m Waftfeather.

Owl
I’m Owlhooter.

Weasel
I’m Weaselfeet.

Pigeon
I’m Pigeontweeter

Wing
I’m Wingflapper

Fox

I’m Foxtrot

Lost Boys    And we’re the lost boys!

Peter Pan
That was easy enough wasn’t it?  Now what’s the matter with you?  You look as if you’ve seen a pirate!  I say Neverland is an exciting place to be isn’t it?  

Lost boy1 The action here never stops.  

Lost Boy 2: The Pirates are looking for the Redskins, 

Lost Boy 3: the Redskins are looking for Peter Pan, 

Lost Boy 4: Peter Pan’s looking for his shadow and the Redskins. 

Peter Pan So what’s the matter girls?

Wing
We were sent here to help you Peter.  The pirates keep chasing us.  

Peter Pan
We can’t be having that.  I’ll try to help you, but what do you suggest I do?

Waft
Well, we were thinking that if you found a wife for Chief Passingwater he would spend more time in trying to get rid of the pirates, rather than mooning around the camp.

Peter Pan
A wife?

Owl
Well if we had protection from the pirates we wouldn’t have to worry so much.  We could go out alone at night.  

Pigeon
At the moment it just isn’t safe.

Peter Pan
What do wives look like?

Wing
        Like Snow White.

Weasel 
Snow White?  Don’t be silly.

Fox

Cinderella.

Weasel
        No…

Owl
        Sleeping Beauty.

Waft
        Just be quiet, will you….this is pantomime after all.

Weasel 
So were they.

Peter Pan
I’m sure that there are no wives in Neverland that would do.  I’ll tell you what.  I’ve got to go back to London to collect my shadow so whilst I’m there I’ll have a look to see if I can find a wife for Chief Passingwater.  She’ll have to be a bit of a dragon though, won’t she?  I wonder if Tinkerbell and Tonkerbell can help?

(Enter Tinkerbell, a proper pink fairy and Tonkerbell a ‘punk’ Tonkerbell dressed in heavy boots and silvery bicycle leathers, chewing gum.)

Peter Pan
Hey, Tinkerbell and Tonkerbell, I need to find a wife for Chief Passingwater.  Any ideas?  

(Tonkerbell shakes her head and there is a tinkling sound of a bell.)  

Tinkerbell
Let me introduce you everybody. We are the good fairies. I am Tinkerbell and this is Tonkerbell.  She can’t speak, as Captain Hook has stolen her voice.  All she can do is tinkle, or tonkle.  I’ve told her before that she shouldn’t do it in public.

Peter Pan Now you two I want you to look after the Redskins whilst I’m away.  Will you do that?  

(Tonkerbell nods.)  

Peter Pan
Lost boys, I need you to keep an eye on the pirates for me.  Make sure they’re not up to anything. 

Leader Have no fears Peter. We’ll keep Neverland safe while you’re away. 

Peter Pan Good, I won’t be gone long.

Wing
You must be careful Peter.
Peter Pan
Don’t worry, just all remember to keep clear of Captain Hook whilst I’m away.    Right everyone, I’m off to London.  If I can’t find a suitable wife I could always ask one of these.  (Points to audience.)  

Redskins
Thanks Peter.

(Peter runs into the wings.  The Redskins watch his imaginary flight across the audience, shouting “Ooooh”, “Aaaah”, and “Mind that tree!”  Another crash is heard.)

Owl
I do keep warning him about that tree.

Waft
Come on, back to Neverland Hill.

Lost Boys  Let’s head back to our camp.

(Exit.)

Scene Three:  The Darling joke Shop.  

(Dotty and Lottie Darling are busily tidying the shop.  There are coloured balloons, toys, etc everywhere.)

Narrator And so we fly to London. Peter Pan loves to visit the Darling house to hear stories about himself.  We arrive just before bedtime.

Dotty
My children really are too bad.  Toys everywhere.  They never tidy up.  (Sees Audience.)  

Dotty
My name’s Dotty.  Dotty Darling.  

Lottie
And I am Lottie (Aside, to audience) Dotty’s more attractive sister. 

Both
Hello everybody!  

Audience
Response

Dotty
My three children, my sister  and I live here above our joke shop.  We sell a whole range of jokes and hire out fancy dress costumes.  (To audience.)  I see a few of you have been in, and haven’t returned them.  

Enter three children

Dotty
Where have you three been Michael?

Lottie
You should be in bed by now.

Wendy
 Oh Aunty.

Lottie
Young children should be in bed early.

Michael
Don’t get your knickers in a twist or we’ll be here all night unravelling them.

Wendy
What on earth is that?

Lottie
I don’t know, but I found it on the floor earlier.  It’s in the shape of as boy.  I thought that you’d been playing with scissors again.

(Peter at the window.)

Audience
Behind you!

John            What? Who?

(Peter at window)

Audience     Behind you

Dotty
(This time she sees Peter.)  Ooooio…you…come here.  

(Peter climbs through window.)  

Dotty
What’s your game?

Michael
I say Mother he’s dressed in rather a dubious outfit, isn’t he?  He must be returning a fancy dress costume.

Peter Pan
What do you mean?  There’s nothing wrong with my clothes.

Dotty
Who on earth are you?

Peter Pan
I’m Peter Pan, I’ve come to collect my shadow.  It lets me fly.

Lottie
Oh I see.  What!  It lets you fly?

Peter Pan
Yes, I can fly.

Lottie
Oh that’s all right then…  FLY!  (faints)

Peter Pan
I’ve come from Neverland.  I’ve flown here tonight to collect my shadow, and find a bride, and mother, and.. (To audience.)  I may be in luck.

John
Mother are you all right?  Can’t follow this at all.  A flying boy dressed in an extremely weird way, looking for a shadow, a bride a mother?

Peter Pan
Yes, my shadow’s here.  Can you sew it back on for me?

Lottie
(Recovering.)  I must be dreaming.

Wendy
I can sew.

Peter Pan
Jolly good.  Can you sew it back on to me please?

Dotty
Hold on a minute.  Losing your shadow’s one thing but peering into peoples’ windows is an entirely different matter.  Explain yourself.

Peter Pan
It’s a long story.  I’ve just arrived from Neverland on a mission.  I have to find a wife for Chief Passingwater, a mother for the Redskin Squaws and then protect them from Captain Hook.

Lottie
Can somebody find me a chair?  This is getting more confusing by the minute.  Where’s Neverland, and who on earth is Captain Hook?

Peter Pan
Neverland is beyond the stars, and carry on until morning. That’s where I live.  It’s my home. Captain Hook terrorises Neverland, and we have to avoid him at all costs.

Wendy
We

Peter Pan
Yes, everybody else.  We need someone to marry Chief Passingwater and protect us all.  The Redskins live in the south of Neverland, trying to keep away from Captain Hook and the pirates.  They’re a terrible bunch of misfits.  A bit like this lot out here.  (Points to audience.)

Dotty
I see what you mean.

Michael
You know all this talk about Redskins reminds me that I can make you talk like them.

Wendy
How?

Michael
See I told you!

Dotty
It sounds as if this Captain Hook needs to be taught a lesson.  Does he get on with anybody?

Peter Pan
No, not even the crocodile.

Lottie
A crocodile?  This is beginning to sound like an episode of Coronation Street.  I do need to sort things out!

John
So let’s visit Neverland.

Wendy
Don’t be silly we have a shop to run.

Peter Pan
It would be good if you could.  You see, time passes more slowly in Neverland, than in the real world.  You can come back with me.

(Suddenly a crash and a tinkling sound is heard.)

Dotty
What on earth was that?

Peter Pan it’s Tonkerbell.  (Pulls her out from behind the counter.)  Now what are you doing here?

(Tonkerbell stamps foot.)

 (Tonkerbell stamps foot twice.)

Wendy
Who is Tonkerbell?

Peter Pan
Oh, she’s one of the good fairies from Neverland. She becomes jealous of anybody that I speak to, because she can’t speak.  Captain Hook has stolen her voice.  Isn’t that right Tonkerbell?

(Tonkerbell shakes head.)

Peter Pan
Anyway, I’ve decided.  You can all come back to Neverland with me.  

Lottie
(To audience.)  What do you think?  Should we go?

Audience
Response.

Dotty
Should we?

Audience
Response.

Dotty
Well, all right, but how do we get there?

Peter Pan
We fly.

Wendy
Will we be safe in Neverland Peter?

Peter Pan
Of course.  You don’t think that I’d let anything happen to you, do you?  I’ve visited London a few times, and I think that I might have found true love.

Wendy
That’s the trouble with pantomime, it’s all so sudden.  No time for true romance.  Meet a fella, sing a song, and get married.

Peter Pan
I didn’t say anything about marriage.

Wendy
Oh, all right.  Just the song then.
Choir love song

Peter Pan
As ready as we’ll ever be.  Now all of you hold hands, stand on this windowsill and wish.  Come on Tonkerbell, or we’ll leave you behind.  Neverland, here we come.  
Scene Four: The Forest.

(Enter Skunkfeather and Slugbucket.)

Narrator :Here we are back on Neverland, where all the action is about to take place. Peter Pan is on his way back and soon our two enemies will meet for the first time this panto. 

Skunk
How!

Slug
Pardon.

Skunk
How!

Slug
How what?

Skunk
No…how?

Slug
Know how?  I don’t know how.

Skunk
Who?

Slug
How?

Skunk
Who how?

Slug
Look, this could go on forever.  

Skunk
What do you want?

Owl
I’m looking for Peter.  Do you know if he’s back yet?

Slug
We haven’t seen him.  What do you want him for?

Owl
I want to know if he’s found a wife for Chief Passingwater.

Skunk
I should think that is highly unlikely.  Why don’t you come back to camp with us.  We might meet him on the way there, and you’ll just be in time for supper.

 (Enter Princess Passing Wind.)

Passing
Quickly, quickly, off to camp, two pirates are coming.  We mustn’t be caught here.  That way. (Exit Owl, Slug and Skunk)

(Enter Michael and John.)

Michael
I say, excuse me, you haven’t seen anybody flying around here looking for me have you?

Passing
Who are you?  You don’t look like a pirate.

John
I say, steady on old thing.  No, I’m not a pirate.  I can’t stand the fellows, shouting out and waving their cuttlefish around.

Passing
Cuttlefish?

Michael
Yes, their swords.

Passing
You mean cutlasses.

John
You might be right.  Anyway, that as maybe, I’m not a pirate.  I’ve flown here with a chappie called Peter Pan, wearing tights!  

Passing
Of course I know Peter Pan.  I quite like his tights – good legs! Who are you, by the way?

Michael
Oh sorry.  I’m forgetting my manners.  I’m Michael Darling.

Passing
You’re very forward aren’t you, we’ve only just been introduced.

Michael
No, my name’s Darling.

Passing
We’ve only just met sweetie.

Michael
No, my first name is Michael and my second name is Darling. And this is my brother John, John Darling

John:        Yes, Hello, I’m John Darling

Passing
Oh I see.  Look you can’t stay here.  Come with me to our camp before we meet any pirates.

Michael
Yes, Peter Pan warned me about them.

Passing
Our camp is through the trees.

John
Look I would love to come with you, but we’ve got to find Mother, Aunty Lottie and Wendy.  They came with us as well.  If Mother’s loose in this forest, heaven help the wildlife.

Passing
Well, be careful.

Michael
We will.  Perhaps we’ll see you later, Miss…..

Passing
Princess, Princess Passing Wind

Michael
Toodle pip!

(Exit Michael and John.)

Passing
Toodle pip?  

(Enter Smee and Sharkey.)

Smee
So what do we have here?  Princess Passing Wind  if I’m not very much mistaken.  The Captain will be pleased.  

(They grab her and tie her up.)

Passing
Get off me.  When Peter Pan finds out he’ll feed you to the crocodile.

Sharkey
We’re not scared of him.

(Enter Peter Pan secretly.)

Peter Pan
I’ve flown back to Neverland but lost my new friends somewhere over the forest.  I hope they’re all right.

Smee
Who is Peter Pan anyway?  The leader of the tribe of Lsot Boys, a mere boy.  The Captain will soon sort him out.

Passing
He hasn’t been able to yet.

Peter Pan
It looks as if I’ve just arrived in time.  I must try and save the Princess.  (Imitates the voice of Captain Hook.)  Ahoy there you lubbers, - shiver my timbers!

Sharkey
It’s the Captain.

Smee
I can hear him but not see him.

Peter Pan
You two idiots, who are you struggling with, oh slap me thighs!

Sharkey
I don’t know where he is.  You’d better shout him.

Smee
Great news Captain.  We’ve captured the Redskin Princess

Peter Pan
We don’t need her you fools.  I want Peter Pan.  Let her go.

Sharkey
That’s odd.

Smee
Mighty odd.

Peter Pan
Cut her free, or I’ll hook you!

Sharkey
We’d better do as he says.

Smee
But it don’t make sense.  We’d better obey orders though.  Untie the rope.

Passing
You’ll pay for this.  (Runs off.)

(Enter Captain Hook.)

Hook
Avast me hearties, what are you two doing?

Smee/Sharkey
Wha……

Hook
I said what are you two doing?

Smee/Sharkey
but…..

Hook
Pull yerselves together, you pirate scum.  Didn’t I tell you that while Peter Pan was away that it was a good time to capture the Redskin Squaws.

Smee
We did capture one.

Hook
Who?

Sharkey
Princess Passing Wind, the daughter of Chief Passingwater.

Hook
Good, where is she?

Smee
We let her go.

Hook
Brimstone and gallbladder, what blithering nonsense is this?

Sharkey You told us too.

Hook
How can that be? It’s that infernal boy, Peter Pan.  Look!

Peter Pan
Catch me if you can, you oafs.

(He runs between them, down through the audience.)

Peter Pan
See you later.

Hook
You stupid numbskulls.  Letting him escape like that.  Why do I have to do everything myself.  I’ve been waiting to get rid of Peter Pan for years.  Anyway, at least I still have this.  (Takes out box.)

Smee
What is it?

Hook
Tonkerbell’s voice.  That stupid fairy, a friend of Pan’s.  I’ll make sure she never gets it back.  Sssh, someone’s coming.  Quickly, let’s hide.

(Enter Wendy and Lottie and Dotty.)

Dotty
Never again.  That landing was terrible.  You’d think that he could do better than that.  The in-flight entertainment wasn’t particularly good either.

(Enter Michael and John.)

Michael
I say, what ho, I’ve been looking for you everywhere.  Where have you been?

Lottie
Looking for you!

Hook
Aaah, shiver me timbers, splice the mainbrace, what do we have here?

Sharkey
Prisoners for the captain.

Wendy
Who are you?

Smee
I’m Smee.

Lottie
We know that.  She asked your name.

Sharkey
He’s Smee.

Dotty
How can he be you.  You’re you, he’s him.

Smee
Just shut up.  We’re not here to discuss us.  Who be you?

Michael
Actually, it should be who are you.

Smee
I’m Smee.

Hook
Don’t start that again.  Now who are you, and where are you from?

Dotty
I’m Dotty Darling.

Hook
I can see that, and don’t call me darling. 
Where have you come from and with whom?

Wendy
(Nudging Dotty.)  Nobody, mother.  Nobody, Captain Hook.

Hook
You can’t fool me.  It was Peter Pan! Well, that is interesting.  Perhaps today hasn’t been wasted after all.  Smee, Sharkey, tie them up.

Wendy, Michael and Dotty
Wait a moment.

Hook
Be quiet, all of you.  You will do very well as hostages.  Perhaps Pan will want to save your lives, which will enable me to catch the horrible urchin, and put an end to his meddling, once and for all.  To the ship me hearties, to the ship!  We’ll deal with our little discovery later.

(All exit.  Wendy, Michael, John Lottie  Dotty, tied up in a line like a chain gang.)

Scene Five:  The Pirate Ship

Narrator  Our panto has taken an unfortunate turn.  Our visitors from London are the prisoners of Captain Hook and find themselves onboard his ship. 

 (Enter Pirates, Hook, Dotty, Lottie, Michael, Wendy John.)

Hook
Welcome to my home The Lusty Pig.  This is where I plan and scheme.  What do I do?

Pirates
Plan and scheme.

Hook
Make my plans.

Pirates
Make your plans.

Hook
Do the deals.

Pirates
Do the deals

Hook: You are to be my bait.

Dotty
Don’t be ridiculous.  I demand to see my lawyer.

B-Beard
haha…  You don’t have a lawyer here.

Hook
Unless Pan appears, I’m afraid that I’ll have to feed you to the crocodile.

John
I say, steady on, old thing.  

Hook
lock them in the cage.  Pirates, come with me.  They can rot there for a short while.  I need to sort out your duties.

(Exit Pirates.  Enter Tinkerbell and Tonkerbell.)

Dotty
Another fine mess you and your love life have got us into.

Wendy
Love life?

Tinkerbell to Tonkerbell Love Life? Surely not Peter? Not our Peter

Tonkerbell  (Shakes her head and looks cross with Wendy.)  

Lottie
Yes, you and this Pan boy.  Don’t think that I haven’t noticed how you look lovingly into each other’s eyes.

Wendy
Really Aunty I hardly know him.  That would be a whirlwind romance. 

Tonkerbell (Gesticulates wildly about getting rid of Wendy.  Flies off in a huff)

Tinkerbell  Don’t do anything silly now.  (Gets ready to fly off)

Dotty
I say, look over there.  It’s Tinkerbell 

Wendy
She might be able to help us.

Michael (shouting)
Tonkerbell, go and fetch Peter Pan.  He’s the guy in the tight tights. (makes a face to the audience and grabs his crotch)

Tinkerbell   I know who he is and I’m Tinkerbell.  No need to shout.

Wendy
Be quick!

Tinkerbell   (flies off muttering) Who does she think she is? Why can’t I ever say no? 

Wendy
Now Peter will rescue us.

Michael
Don’t hold your breath.  The Fashion Police might have arrested him.

Dotty
He should never have left us.

Wendy
It wasn’t his fault that a tree suddenly appeared in front of us.

(Enter Peter Pan with Lost Boys.)

Wendy
Peter!

Peter Pan
Captain Hook I suppose.  I’m sorry I lost you before, I tend to get carried away.  Tinkerbell came to get me.  I think it’s time we taught old Hooky a lesson, don’t you?

Michael
Yes, just get us out of here.

Peter Pan
I can’t I haven’t got a key.

Michael
I might have known it.  Never trust a man in a green tights.

Wendy
We’re the bait to lure you to Hook.  If we don’t escape he’s going to feed us to the crocodile.

Peter Pan
Right, leave it to me.  Don’t go away.

Dotty
Where do you think we’re likely to go?

Wendy
Quickly Peter, I can hear Hook coming back.

(Exit Peter.  Lost Boys hide  Enter Hook and Pirates.)

Hook
So me hearties, here we are.  Five putrid specimens from Neverland Zoo.  Just like this audience out here.  Smee, release this one.

(Smee releases Dotty.)

Dotty

Hook
I have many things you might want – money, fame...  I will share it all to you, if you tell me where Peter Pan is.  

Wendy
Don’t listen to him mother.  He just wants to harm us.  He can’t be trusted.

Hook
Right.  If you won’t help me, perhaps some time in the bilges of the ship will make you change your mind.  Smee, Sharkey, take them below.  Splice, Mainsail, come here.

(Wendy, Michael, Dotty, led off by Smee and Sharkey.)

Hook
Now to business.  Are you listening?

Leader  I know I am

Splice
Pardon?

Hook
I said, are you listening.  We need to send a message to Peter Pan telling him that unless he gives himself up to me I shall feed his friends to the crocodile.  

Mainsail
Yes, Captain.

Hook
So what do we do when we have Pan in our clutches.

Splice
Release his friends.

Hook
No.

Mainsail
You said….

Hook
Think numbskull…come on…think….

Mainsail
Aha!  We’ll still throw his friends to the crocodile.

Hook
Exactly!

Splice
Good scheme Captain.

Hook
Not only that.  When we throw his friends to the crocodile, we’ll present the crocodile with a large birthday cake and fill it with…

Splice
Currants!

Hook
No.

Mainsail
Cream.

Hook
No.

Splice
Cherries.

Hook
No!  Poison!

Splice
But that’ll kill the crocodile…oh I see.

Hook
At last.  No Pan.  No stupid friends of Pan.  No crocodile.  All I’ll have to sort out will be the stupid Redskins.  I already know where their secret hideout is.  Perhaps we’ll make two cakes, and present one to them as a peace offering.  Then all this island will be mine.  Oh yes, I’m a cunning pirate, a brave pirate.  I’m Hook, Terror of the High Seas.

Pirates
Terror of the High Seas!

Hook
Scourge of the Spanish Main!

Pirates
Scourge of the Spanish Main.

Hook
You two can make the poisoned cakes.  Don’t get this wrong or you’ll be for it.

(Exit Hook and Pirates.)

Leader We have to get back to Peter and warn him. Boys split up.

Lost Boy 1 and 2  We’ll go to Neverland Hill to look for him. 

Lost Boy 3 and 4 We’ll look for Tink and Tonk in the forest.

Leader  Let’s meet back here after the next scene 
Scene Six:  The Crocodile Pool

Crocodile
tick tock, tick tock, tick bloomin’ tock.  That’s all I’ve heard for the last year.  Relief however, is at hand.  The clock has finally stopped and I’ll be able to get my teeth into Captain Hook.  I don’t know if you’ve met him yet, but I can tell you that I’m not impressed.  Of course, I did manage to snap part of him.  Have you noticed that he walks around with only one hand?  That’s thanks to me, but I’ll get the rest of him one day, just you wait and see.

Hook
I say, Crocky old mate, are you there?

Crocodile
(Surfacing.)  What do you want Hook?  I’m ready for my lunch.

Hook
No need to be like that Crocky.  I’ve brought you a present.

Crocodile
A present?  It’s not my birthday is it?  Why should you bring me a present?

Hook
I thought that it was about time that we became friends.  Then I’d never have to bother you again.  I’d be able to supply you with a regular amount of humans to eat every week.

Crocodile
What is this present?

Smee
These ‘orrible individuals.

Crocodile
I must say that I don’t much care for these humans that you’ve brought me, there’s far too much fat on them.

Dotty
Do you mind?

Lottie
You must help us.  

 (Crash is heard – Pan appears.)

Michael
About time.

Wendy
Peter, go away it’s a trap!

Peter Pan
Unhand them, Hook.

John
Don’t you mean unhook them?  You see….

Michael            Not now

Hook
Grab him!

(Pan is grabbed by Syou and Blackbeard.)

Peter Pan
Get off me ruffians.

B-Beard
We’re not on your ruffians.

Hook
I have waited a very long time for this moment.  At last I have you in my clutches…

John
Clutch.

Everyone
Shut up!

Hook
This time there is no escape.  Soon I shall also be able to destroy the Indian Tribe, now that I have their mischievous friend.  Crocodile, here’s your first meal.

Lottie
You said that you’d let us go.

Hook
Oh dear, it appears that I lied

Hook
Thank you Mr Crocodile, enjoy your meal. Back to the ship boys!

(Exit Pirates.)

Dotty
Now Mr Crocodile, you mustn’t eat me, or my children.  We’re too young to die.  I have so much going for me.  I’m young, vibrant, attractive, a good housekeeper..

Crocodile
A good liar.

Dotty
Do you mind?

Crocodile
Don’t worry I’m not going to eat you.

Wendy
Why not?

Crocodile
Well, apart from thinking about the condition of my stomach, you don’t think that I’d believe anything that Captain Hook told me did you?

Crocodile
Right, let’s double cross Hook… You get off to the Redskin camp.  We’ll meet at the Pirate Ship once the sun has gone down.  Captain Hook won’t be expecting us will he?

Scene Seven:  The Redskin Camp

(Enter Syou and Blackbeard carrying the poisoned cake.  They wait by the tree entrance watched by Tonk and Tink.)

Syou       Let’s just leave it here.  This place gives me the creeps.

B Beard  How do we know they’ll find it?

Syou       We don’t even know if this is their hiding place, but it’s close enough.  Come on we don’t want to be discovered and be outnumbered!

B-Beard  Let’s get back to the captain and tell him the plan is in action.  It’ll make his day. 

Owl
I’m sure that I heard voices.

Waft
You must be imaging things.

Weasel
No-one knows that we live here, except Peter.

Pigeon
They sounded like pirates to me

Wing
We don’t want them to discover our hiding place.

Fox

I say, look over here.

Waft

A cake.

Weasel
What’s written on it?

Owl

‘Present’.

Weasel
Who’d leave us a present?

Pigeon
Father Christmas.

Wing
Father Christmas, at this time of year?

Fox

It looks a jolly good cake.  Let’s eat it.

Weasel
Hold on, how do we know it’s for us?

Owl

It’s outside our hiding place.

Waft
Ask this lot (the audience) whether we should eat it.

Wing
Should we?

Audience
Response

Pigeon
Should we?

Audience
Response.

ENTER LOST BOYS

Lost Boy 1:  Don’t eat that.  It’s poisoned

Lost Boy 2: It’s part of Captain Hook’s plan to take over Neverland.

Lost Boy 3: He wants to get rid of you and Pater Pan.

Lost Boy 4:  We need your help.  He’s captured Peter Pan!

Tonk reacts ~ goes nmad, mimes fighting Captain Hook, stamping her foot etc. 

Tink:       I know Tonk, but you can’t just take off on your own.  We need to work together,  all of us to save Peter. 

Lost Boy 1
Yes, we need your help to save him.

Weasel
We can’t do it alone.  We need help.

Fox
Obviously, we need you to ask the rest of the tribe.

Owl
A good idea.  Come on, let’s go off to camp.    Come on Tonkerbell, come with us.

(All exit.)
Scene Eight:  The Redskin Camp

(Chief Passingwater is sitting at the campfire.  Slugbucket and Skunkfeather also present.)

Chief
At last, my wayward daughter, where have you been?

Passing
Oh father, I’ve just escaped from the pirates.

Chief
Not those blessed pirates again.  They’re becoming a bit of a problem, aren’t they?

(Indian Drum Beat.)

Slug
I say, visitors.

(Enter Dotty, Lottie,  Michael, Wendy.)

Skunk
Who on earth are you?

John
(Looking at head-dress.)  I say nice hat.

Slug
He asked you who you were.

Wendy
I’m sorry but we need your help.

Skunk
We  can’t help you, you’re not Redskins.

Wendy
Can we see your chief?

Slug
Chief Passingwater?  He’s over there.

Michael
Great name.  I say, hello Princess Passing Wind!

Passing
Michael, you’re safe!

Chief
Thank you, that’s quite enough.  My daughter has obviously met you before.  Approach.

Dotty
You must be Chief Passingwater.

Chief
Correct.  Who might you be, dear lady?
What can I do for you?

Dotty
Oh, you are awful, I bet you say that to all the ladies.

Chief
I never see any ladies around here.

Lottie
We need your assistance.  Michael explain.

Michael
Well Chief, we’ve come from the crocodile with a message.  Peter Pan has been captured, and Captain Hook has tried to kill us all.  He’s a bit miffed as you can expect, and he was wondering if you felt like giving Hook a taste of his own medicine.

Chief
Captain Hook again.  I’m getting really fed up with him, but I need to take advice from the Old Crone of the Hill.

Michael
Who’s she?

Slug
She’s the Old Crone from the Hill, he’s just told you.

( Old Crone enters with Indian dancers.)

Crone
Woe, woe, woe!

Dotty
Oh dear, she thinks she’s riding a horse!

Crone
I am the Old Crone from the Hill, and I bring you news.  What do you need to know?

Chief
Old Crone, we need to know whether the omens are in favour of us taking on Captain Hook.

Crone
Woe, woe, woe, 

Chief
Just get on with it, will you?  Can we fight Captain Hook?

Crone
I need to see the Mystic Dance of the Squaws.

(Indian dance.  Sing Pow Wow)

Crone
The moon is in the seventh phase, the rivers rise, the hills are grey, the winds roar across the desert….

Chief
Crone, can we fight?

Crone
Yep, looks good to me.

Chief
I’ll look after you my dear woman.

Dotty
Call me Dotty Darling.

Chief
All right, if I must.  Perhaps after this we’ll share a campfire?

Dotty
I’ll look forward to it.

Lottie
(to audience) She’s always been such a flirt...

Chief
Come on everybody, we’re off to rescue Peter Pan.
